you might need for the round.

Is Sky Sports available in the bar?
 
Yes, Sky Sports is available in the Lodge bar. For any specific TV requests,
please ask the bar staff and they’ll be able to accommodate. 

What other facilities does the Lodge have? 

We have a pool/ snooker room in the bar, and cues are available from
Reception. 

I have an electric car; do you have any charging points? 

Yes, there are two charging points at the Lodge and two at the clubhouse.

What time do the restaurants open and where can I find the menu?

Seasonal opening times are: Summer 7.00am-7.00pm and Winter 7.30am-
5.00pm.

Do you have a half-way hut? 

All three nines loop back to our Spike Bar, where guests can grab a quick
snack and drink. Be on the lookout for our famous sausage rolls! 

Do you have visitor locker rooms? 

Our locker rooms are available to all guests, and lockers are available upon
request. Showers are available, and we provide complimentary towels and
shower gel if required. 

Do you serve Sunday Lunches? 

We do serve a Sunday Carvery, with either a one, two or three course meal
available. Please make sure to get in contact ahead of time to pre book! Due
to this, we do then only serve a limited sandwich menu on Sundays at the
Clubhouse.

If this does happen, please call
reception on 01304 611118. 

Do you cater for electric cars? 

Yes, we have two car charging points at the Clubhouse!

Am I able to hire anything on my visit? 

Our hire items include electric trolleys, pull trollies and buggies. Please note that
we only have a limited number of buggies and we require these to be booked in
advance. 

What is the number for the Pro Shop? 

The Pro Shop number is 01304 611118. 

We have a corporate/society day at the club, what should we expect? 

Prizes can be bought in the Pro Shop from our extensive range of items
available, and we can set up a prize table on request.
 
If you would like nearest the pins or longest drive markers, please ensure you
arrange this with our team in advance. Score card management is available for
large groups, for a small price per person and this is to be arranged in advance.
We can also set up registration tables for groups, so please talk to our team on
what you might require for the day. 

What 18 holes will I get to play? 

We have three loops of nine holes at Prince’s; the Himalayas, Shore and Dunes.
We will endeavour to accommodate any requests should tee sheet availability
allow for it.
